Lands.

Incorporated in 2010, the nonprofit Friends of 
Quarry Road collaborates with the city to enhance 
the park, which has been redeveloped with extensive 
volunteer community involvement and over $3 
million in private and public funding. The Friends’ 
mission is to strengthen greater Waterville by 
developing exceptional opportunities for year-round 
outdoor recreation at Quarry Road Trails.
